37. Submission of bids and bid opening.—(1) Bids shall be invited through a
procuring officer of the procurement entity.

(6) All announcements pertaining to public procurement shall specify the last
date for submission of bids as well as the public bid opening which shall be the same.

City Police Officer, Punjab is requested to rectify the given mistake and issue corrigendum in
accordance with Punjab Procurement Rules 2014 to avoid mis-procurement under Rule 69.

T1 Pakistan act as whistieblower and operate under Article 19-A, of the Constitution of Pakistan which gives the
right to public to know how government is being run by public officers. Article 19-A makes the right to access
of information pertaining to a public authority a fundamental right, Justice Syed Mansoor Ali Shah in his
landmark judgment in case of Ataullah Malik v. Federation of Pakistan includes following order;

Right to information is another corrective tool which allows public access to the working and decision
making of the public authorities. It opens the working of public administration to public scrutiny. This
necessitates transparent and structured exercise of discretion by the public functionaries. Article 19-A
empowers the civil society of this country to seek information from public institutions and hold them
answerable.
