As per the advertisement, “no pre-qualification document is issued for the bidders™, whereas according to
Rule No. 16 (1) (2) it is mandatory to provide a set of prequalification document, and provide detail
evaluation criteria to applicants. The Rule is quoted below for your information:

16. Pre-qualification process.- (1) The procuring agency engaging in pre-qualification
shall announce, in the pre-qualification documents, all information required for pre-
qualification including instructions for preparation and submission of the pre-qualification
documents, evaluation criteria, list of documentary evidence required by suppliers or
contractors 1o demonsirate their respective qualifications and any other information that
the procuring agency deems necessary for pre-qualification.

(2) The procuring agency shall provide a set of pre-qualification documents to any supplier
or contractor, on request and subject to payment of price, if any.
